Second Sunday of Easter

GOSPEL REFLECTION by Fr Michael Tate

The disciples did not purge their group of ‘doubting Thomas'. They remained his
companions, waiting for something or Someone to be revealed to him with them.
Doubt and questioning are a normal and proper part of being human. We should allow
for this within the community of the Church. A point may come where a person may no
longer remain in the Church with any integrity. But a dismissive, excluding Church is
not the Church of this gospel story.

28 April 2019

Within the companionship of the Church a doubter may hear the words:. ‘Peace be with
you.” What sort of peace? It is that inner assurance that, in the midst of all the tribula-
tions and the turmoil and the myriad precursor deaths which we suffer on all sorts of
levels, the Conqueror of Death wants to be with us.

How can the Risen Lord be with us? In Holy Communion, and in those counted as least
in the world. According to Matthew 25, He is those without the necessities of life: food,
shelter, medical care, comfort in distress. We could pause for a moment to savour that
Peace which comes from faith in the Conqueror of Death and in his Real Presence in
Holy Communion and in those in dire need.

The Easter Triduum, or Three Holy Days of Easter, begins the Easter
Season. Though the Easter Triduum is the heart of the Liturgical Year,
the seven Sundays of Easter and fifty days of Easter time — up to and
including Pentecost Sunday — are an unbroken celebration of the victory
of the risen Lord. It is one great feast day. Joyful Alleluias are sung and
the Easter candle, symbol of the light of the Risen Christ, shines in a spe-
cial place in the church.

White is the colour of Easter which expands to include bright golds and
yellows and bright flowers are always a festive sign of life.

Special thanks to our tireless Liturgy Team
W for everything they do. Thanks also to each Mass Organiser, Altar
